A new year brings about new opportunities and fresh starts.  This school year we are very excited and 

proud to start a new program that will put an emphasis on positive behaviors.  This program is called 

Positive Behavior Support.  This organizational re-design will allow us to be in compliance with the 

State Board of Education PBS Policy and Supportive Learning Models and most importantly help 

students be aware of their behavior. 

As a staff, we set behavior expectations for all areas of the school:  bathrooms, buses, cafeteria, class-

room/instructional areas, hallways and special events.   These behavior expectations will be modeled 

and taught to your child at the beginning of the school year and will continue to be reinforced as the 

year goes on.  The premise of this program is about teaching and consistently reinforcing our behav-

ioral expectations (6 Ps) within the realm of the Positive Behavior Support program, we will improve 

the school climate, support the achievement of our NCA goals, and facilitate our mission statement. 

The primary emphasis of this program will be on prevention, rather than punishment.  Staff members 

will observe and reward appropriate student behaviors, they will consistently assess student behavior 

and assign appropriate rewards or consequences.  Staff members will reward students with ñEagle 

Honor Ticketsò as a tangible reinforcement for their positive behaviors.  Each student will be respon-

sible for keeping their ñEagle Honor Ticketsò safe and secure.  Students can redeem their tickets for 

exciting rewards and prizes chosen by staff members and our student council. 

In the event your child exhibits negative behavior, the observing staff member will remind your child 

of the expectations.  If those negative behaviors continue, a referral will be sent home with your child 

for you to sign and additional consequences may result.  By having parents, students and school staff 

members communicating with each other and understanding and following expectations, this school 

year will be a very positive, enriching experience. 

Please take this opportunity to speak to your children about the PBS behavior expectations as we work 

together to provide an educational setting with ñPolite-Participate-Pride-Positive-Prompt-Preparedò as 

the pillars for all student behavior.  You can encourage positive behavior in your home by incorporat-

ing these expectations as well.

Please be aware of our parking lot procedures, which can be found on our website at http://www.cvs.k12.mi.us/

wkozlowski/Documents/2005%20PARKING%20LOT%20PLAN.DOC%202.pdf. 

The front parking lot is designed for traffic to flow from east to west and is marked as ñOne Wayò. This parking lot is reserved for buses 

only between 7:40 AM and 8:00 AM and then again between  2:10 PM   and  2:55 PM. 

The side door (west parking lot) is open before school and we encourage students who are dropped off to use that entrance. When using 

this entrance, please pull as far up as possible to unload, but be aware that the process moves more quickly when several cars are 

unloading at once. In other words, you donôt have to be first in line to drop off, but please donôt stop at the intersection of the front and 

sid lot unless there are cars in front of you. 

We have found that it works best for students who are being picked up at dismissal to walk to their awaiting rides who are parked in the 

parking spaces in the west lot.

The Michigan Educational Assessment Program is an 

important part of Federal No Child Left Behind legisla-

tion, which uses student achievement as one measure of 

school effectiveness. All students must be assessed dur-

ing the period between October 13 and October 29. This 

year all middle school students in the state will be tested 

on the same day.  This yearôs schedule is as follows:  

October 13 & 15ðReading; October 20ðMath; October 

22ðsocial studies (6th grade), writing (7th grade), and 

science (8th grade).  Please encourage your student to do 

their best on this set of tests. As much as possible, please 

avoid student absences during this time, as well. 

When your child is absent or will be late, please let us know be-

fore 9:30 a.m., by calling our 24-hour attendance line and leaving 

a message.  The number for the 24-hour attendance line is, 723-

3599.  Please give your child's name (please spell the name), 

grade and reason for illness.  We are concerned when a student 

does not report to school, and we don't know why.  Do not leave 

homework requests on the attendance line.   If your student has 

an early dismissal, please send in a note to the office before 9:00 

a.m. Michigan law requires that all students between the ages of 6 to 

16 attend school on a regular and consecutive basis.  Regular and 

consecutive has been defined by the court as meaning everyday, on 

time, unless excused for medical reasons acceptable to the school.  

The number of minutes and days school is in session are mandated by 

the state.  We must monitor and enforce student attendance and time-

liness.  Students accumulating excessive tardies will be subject to 

disciplinary action.  Extreme cases may be referred to the Macomb 

Intermediate School District for further action.  The same is true of 

students with excessive absences.  The only acceptable excuse for a 

tardy is a note from a doctor or dentist office.  Please make sure your 

child arrives to school on time EVERY DAY!

If you decide to ñoptò your child out, he/she will be provided 

with alternative lessons.   ñOpting outò can be done by sending a letter to Mr. Kozlowski indicating  your wishes to do this.
