 On February 23 rd a very significant bond proposal is on ballot which brings to vote a bond allowing 

for significant needs to be met across the district. Items impacted by an approved bond include much needed 

capital improvements like:  

Educational Technology into the 21 st  Century (visit the Technology Expo on February 2 nd to see what this 

is all about!)  

Safety Improvements (like security cameras, card access systems and bus replacements)  

Facility Upgrades and Energy Conservation  (roofing, parking lots, signage and energy efficient systems)  

Student Enhancements (like playground equipment)  

 

 On February 2 nd, a Technology Expo is taking place at Chippewa Valley High School where students 

and teachers from across the district will be demonstrating some of the current technology we have in the 

classrooms as well as demonstrating a classroom of the 21 st century. Take some time that night to stop by and 

see what great things technology can bring to all classrooms across the district.  

  My hope is that there is a high turnout of voters at the polls on February 23 rd! Elsewhere in this 

newsletter youõll see specific projects that could be completed at Wyandot Middle School if the bond vote is 

successful. 

 MEAP scores for the Fall will be released by the State Department of Education shortly. Once the 

reports are received by our school they will be sent home with your students. Parents and students should be 

looking for growth from last year to this year on each subject assessed. Our goal is to have every student earn 

a ò1ó on each subject.  Students will be given an opportunity in the homerooms to analyze their own MEAP 

results and then share what theyõve learned with their parents. These assessment results are used to generate 

lists of students needing support in each subject area tested.  Sometimes students are placed into classes third 

and/or fourth quarter to provide reinforcement in areas where students tested at a level ò3ó or level ò4ó. Some-

times parents elect to have their child complete a summer support class either through Community Education, 

the local intermediate school district or even classes that are offered on line through other agencies. Our hope 

is that scores on next yearõs test results are an improvement over this year for students that did not score as 

proficient.  

 February 10 th  is a very important day across the state as this is the official Count Day  which deter-

mines the number of students that will be provided funding in our district next fall. The number of students 

present on count day determines the number of students we will receive funding for so itõs important that par-

ents make every effort to have your child in school that entire day. If at all possible, parents are asked to avoid 

making doctorsõ appointments on that date. In fact, parents are always encouraged to make appointments 

after school has ended for the day.  

 March 8 th -12th  marks a very exciting week for the staff and students of Wyandot as Spirit Week 

events will be held all week. All students are encouraged to participate. Check out the school website or sign 

up for Wyandotõs Mailout to receive regular updates about school events.

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Great Schools for a Great Community: The 2010 Bond Proposal  

Chippewa Valley residents asked to vote on technology replacement, classroom additions, buses, and improvements to 
older school buildings 

   

 On February 23rd residents will be asked to approve an $89 million bond proposal that will not increase 
taxes.   This bond proposal offers many essential improvements and upgrades to our schools focusing on four major 

areas identified for improvement.   They are...Facility Upgrades and Energy Conservation, Educational Technology, 
Safety Improvements and Student Enhancements. 

   

 By approving the bond, voters are simply allowing the district to extend its current bond debt by an addi-
tional five years (from 2026 to 2031).   Residents will continue to pay the same 7.65 mills that they have been paying 

since 1979.   There will be no increase in the tax rate.  

   

 Last fall we welcomed more than 230 new students to our  district.  And we continue to be one of the fastest 

growing school districts in the  State of Michigan.   In fact, according to Stanfred Enrollment Specialists, a leading 
school demographer, our student enrollment is projected to grow by an additional 1,200 students  during the next four 

years.   

   

 Although additional school buildings will not be needed we must ensure that our existing school buildings are 
equipped to accommodate our continued growth,  changes in curriculum, and the latest in instructional technology.  

   

 School safety is our number one priority. This bond proposal will allow the district to  install advanced security 
systems in every school throughout the district.    

   

 Many of our school buildings are 20 years old, some are 30-55 years old, and several are in need of renova-

tions, new roofs, parking lot and sidewalk improvements to  extend their life.    If approved,  Algonquin Middle School 

would receive a much-needed science room addition, Mohegan High School would receive additional teaching space, 
and Dakota High School would receive new math and physics classrooms.  A new auxiliary gymnasium is needed at 

Iroquois Middle School. Renovated locker rooms and a new gym floor are needed at Chippewa Valley High School.  At 
the elementary level, each school would receive new playground equipment selected by a committee of parents and 

staff. 

   

 Wireless laptop carts that can travel from classroom to classroom are needed because our existing computer 

labs cannot accommodate all of our students.  New, research-based 21st Century instructional technology designed 
to improve student learning will be purchased and installed in every school building.   Replacement of more than 8,200 

computers district-wide will be needed over the next five years.  

   

 In addition, 50 new school buses will be purchased.  Some will replace older models and others will be pur-

chased to meet the growing demands of our school community.  

   

 At Wyandot Middle School we will receive many exciting improvements that will benefit our students for many 
years to come.   Some of these improvements are included on Page 3.
